Throughout history, urban so-
cieties have developed different models for integration or rejection. An interdisciplinary
perspective is vital for understanding current problems around the co-existence of cul-
tures in the Mediterranean area.

How does Catalan fit in with the existing languages in the
Mediterranean territories? What is the subsequent legacy? We need to answer these ques-
tions and, above all, we need to recover knowledge and memory of the function played
by the Catalan language in the Mediterranean throughout the centuries preceding our pre-
sent.
